Michigan Street Rods/Custom Vehicles: SEMA-
model legislation that would create a vehicle regis-
tration classification for street rods and custom ve-
hicles and provide for special license plates for
these vehicles was approved by the Michigan
House of Representatives by an overwhelming 107
to 1 bipartisan vote. The bill must now be consid-
ered by the Michigan Senate Transportation Com-
mittee. The measure defines a street rod as an al-
tered vehicle manufactured before 1949 and a cus-
tom as an altered vehicle at least 25 years old and
manufactured after 1948. The bill allows kit cars
and replica vehicles to be assigned a certificate of
title bearing the same model-year designation as
the body of vehicle it most closely resembles
