 It has been a productive and dare I say even fun month. Several club members have been stopping by 
to lend a helping hand on the project. THANK YOU! 
By the time you read this hopefully the Z will be off the jack stands and on her feet again. 

  
Since last months update we have received the new wheels 
and tires and have them all mounted up and balanced. We got 
the SSBC brakes and have the rear ones all mounted. We had 
hoped to have the front ones finished but SSBC sent us front 
rotors for a '69 by mistake. When we contacted them we were 
told they would get the 
correct rotors out to us 
right away and that we 
could keep the '69 ro-

tors (please see for sale section)! We also picked up the cus-
tom transmission cross member to hook up the 6 speed. 
The front sub frame is back on the car, all the brake and fuel 
lines are installed under the car and the gas tank has been put 
back in. We picked up the Optima battery and have it mocked 
up for the trunk mount. The rear end now has a cool aluminum 
cover that was purchased new 20 years ago . 
  

Once we finish the battery install and run 
the wiring to the front of the car, then the 
rear suspension will go back in. When the 
new rotors arrive, the front brakes will be 
finished up. THEN the new wheels and tires 
can go on and DZ74 will come off the jack 
stands .
