Berger Chevrolet (Copied From Facebook) 
We’re halfway through our centennial year! Can
you believe it!? In this month’s history lesson, we’ll
be featuring Berger in the 1970s. Similar to our
last history lesson, the 70s saw many hurdles,
changes, and successes. The year 1970 started
out strong with the biggest order in Berger's
history of 293 cars! Also during that time, Dale
Berger Sr. was elected President of the Michigan
Automobile Dealers Association and won the
"Time Magazine Quality Dealer" award. 
 

In 1972, William H. Berger II sadly passed away.
During his lifetime, Bill grew his dealership from an
old blacksmith's shop to a state-of-the-art 5-acre
facility, and he witnessed his business become
nationally recognized. His greatest legacy of all,
though, was his loving and successful family. 
 

The following year, Berger’s Body Shop and
Service Department were expanded, and the 1973
Oil Embargo hit the country. Expensive gas prices
caused the high-performance, low-mileage trend
of the last decade to screech to a halt. As a result,
Berger’s High Performance Parts Department
closed to focus on wholesale parts business
growth. 
 

In 1975, the family business had a new addition.
Dale Jr.’s son, Matt, started working at the
dealership at the age of 15, the same age that his
father started working at Berger. That same year,
Berger became the fourth dealer nationally to
receive the "Chevrolet Service Supremacy" award
after satisfying stringent requirements. Two years
later, Dale Berger Sr. retired from the business,
and Dale Jr. succeeded his father. As the decade
came to a close, the oil embargo ended, and fuel
prices leveled out. Combined with the resulting
truck and CB radio craze, Berger Chevrolet saw
record sales volume in 1978 and ‘79. The boom in
sales led to another expansion with the purchase
of 3.2 acres west of the main facility for a much
larger used car center. By the end of the 1970s,
sales were hitting 3,000 new and used vehicles
per year, and Berger Chevy had grown to 100
employees strong.
